The financial contribution of the SSA, awarded with the aim of providing assistance in 
forming or expanding a new, international student organisation.  

 
1.2 Internationalisation Grant B  
The financial contribution of the SSA, awarded with a view to stimulating 
internationalisation within Dutch student organisations or within international student 
organi sations to stimulate the integration with Dutch students and thereby promote the 
international inclusive academic community.

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2 Conditions and procedure  
 

2.1 Internationalisation Grant A  
In order to be eligible for financial assistance, the organisation:  
¶ has a (draft) constitution including all of the following points:  

- the organisation is a foundation or society  
- the organisation operates  on a non -profit basis  
- the organisation is open to all Hanze UAS students;  

¶ has a (draft) registration at the Chamber of Commerce;  
¶ has a focus on the international student community of the Hanze UAS;  
¶ aims to let international students (and Dutch students) participate in student life 

in Groningen, as part of which social contact and interdisciplinary meetings are 
stimulated;  

¶ contributes to the positive image of Hanze UAS or of the city of Groningen as a 
univers ity town  

¶ complies with the agreements in the Introductory Periods Regulations of the 
Introductory Periods Advisory Committee (ACI) of RUG and the HG and has 
signed the Code of Conduct for Student Societies and Student Organisations in 
Groningen (if the org anisation is a society);  

¶ has received a positive recommendation from the Student Services Manager and 
the Marketing & Communication Director of Hanze University of Applied 
Sciences. 

 
Applications in accordance with the SSA's procedural rules can be submitt ed 
throughout the year. Applications for an Internationalisation Grant A will only be 
processed by the SSA if organisations provide the following information in advance:  
¶ a fully completed application form;  
¶ a draft annual plan and a draft budget;  
¶ a list of members or list of students in accordance with the format of the SSA 

who support the formation of the organisation, with a minimum of 25 students.  
Submitted applications will be assessed by the SSA with regard to the general and 
substantive assessm ent criteria and weighting factors in accordance with Appendix 4, 
Student Charter Hanze UAS.  
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2.2 Internationalisation Grant B  
The organisation is a student organisation in Groningen and:  
¶ has a constitution drawn up by a notary and including al l of the following points:  

- the organisation is a foundation or society  
- ǔŬŌϓƚǀťģƑűǈģǔűƚƑϋǈϓƚľƁŌĿǔűǳŌǈ 
- the organisation operates  on a non -profit basis  
- the executive committee is made up of students;  

¶ has a registration at the Chamber of Commerce;  
¶ contributes to the positive image of Hanze UAS or of the city of Groningen as a 

university town;  
 
Applications in accordance with the SSA's procedural rules can be submitted 
throughout the year. Applications for an Internationalisation Grant B will only be 
processed by the SSA if organisations provide the following information in advance:  
¶ a fully completed application form;  
¶ the appendices referred to in the application form.  

Submitted applications will be assessed by the SSA with regard to the general and 
substantive assessment criteria and weighting factors in accordance with Appendix 4, 
Student Charter Hanze UAS.  
 

3 Application  
An application can be made filling the application form  for Internationalisation Grant A 
or B. If the set criteria are met a provisional approval will be issued for the activity.  
 

4 Procedure  provisional decision  
Within six weeks after commencing the processing of an application, the SSA will 
inform the applicant of a provisional decision.  
 
Week 1 Student Assistance Fund Committee 

sends the application to SSA.  
Week 2  SSA scans the application and request 

addition al information if necessary . 
Week 3  SSA sends a draft decision to Student 

Services Manager and Marketing & 
Communication . 

Week 4  Student Services Manager and Marketing 
& Communication  gives a positive or 
negative advise. SSA sends on behalf of 
the Board the decision.   

Week 5  Reserve. 
Week 6  Reserve. 

 
A provisional decision will contain:  
¶ the amount of the grant awarded;  
¶ which further details the organisation is required to provide and/or the conditions 
subject to which the amount of the gran t will be finalised.

5 Procedure accountability
